I write to provide an update following the incident on Wednesday 15 April 2026 at the Viva Energy Geelong 
Refinery. 
 
I confirm the School was not directly impacted by this incident which was confined to the Refinery site. The 
School has maintained regular contact with Victoria Police and been guided by advice from Fire Rescue Victoria 
and the Environment Protection Authority. We are informed ongoing air monitoring at the Corio campus shows 
air quality to be ‘normal’.
